Main subject focus: Geography 
Our topic enquiry question is:  Where do we live? 

We will study:

Key Question 1: What is a map? 
· Use a picture book (What the Ladybird heard) to identify different places and spaces in the story 
· Blaby book – maps of village and local area
 
Key Question 2?  What is the place called Blaby like?  What are the different spaces and how are they used? 
· Blaby book: prompt for field work exploring local space of school, identifying the different spaces and the ways they are used. 
· Recognise farms, fields and vegetation in photographs (including aerial photographs)
· Know that the methods used for growing crops are called agriculture 
 
Key Question 3:  How can I record what I know about Blaby on a map?  What ways have other people recorded it? 
· Make simple 2D or 3D map of the school and its grounds. 
· Look at different maps (eg fire map, google maps etc) of the school and its grounds, compare different scales on different maps 

KQ4: What is a landmark?
· Know that a landmark is a distinctive and memorable feature in a place
· Know that a landmark feature of Blaby is the school – identify these on Google Maps.
· Know that a landmark feature of Blaby is the Church – locate on a map
 
KQ5: Has the school always been the same and why were any changes made? 
Blaby school book.  Discuss changes in population leading to different needs of the school and of innovations making requirements for the space different 



Main subject focus: Science 
Our topic enquiry question is:  Why is a bee not like me?

KQ1: What’s my body like  and what can it do?
Know human body parts: feet, legs, arms, hands, torso, head, skin, ears, eyes, nose, mouth and tongue
Know insect body parts
Know what different body parts are for (particular link with senses)

KQ2: Are all animals the same?
Animals vary by having different structures eg wings, tails, ears.  They also have different skin coverings.  The language we use to describe some body parts is different depending on which animal it is (eg hands/paws)

KQ3: How do scientists classify different types of animals?
Understand what classification means for scientists.
Know a simple definition of mammals, fish, amphibians, birds and reptiles.
Identify and name a variety of common animals including fish, amphibians, birds and mammals
Describe and compare the structure of a variety of common animals

KQ4: How do plants and animals help each other to live?
Know that energy transfers between plants and animals when animals eat plants (which get their energy from the sun)
Know that herbivorous animals eat plants; carnivorous animals eat other animals; omnivorous animals eat both animals and plants
Identify and name a variety of common animals that are carnivores, herbivores and omnivores
