	senses

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	Mammals
	Mammals include humans and all other animals that are vertebrates. They nearly all have hair and four legs. They have lungs and breathe air. They are warm blooded.  Their babies are alive when they are born. Mammals need to look after their babies when they are born and baby mammals drink milk.  

	Birds
	Birds are warm blooded vertebrates and they are the only animals with feathers. They all have two wings, two legs and one beak. They lay eggs and their young hatch out of them and need looking after when they are little.  Birds have lungs and breathe air.

	Reptiles
	Reptiles are cold blooded vertebrates. They have dry skin covered with scales or bony plates. They either have four legs or no legs. When their young hatch out of their soft eggs they can look after themselves straight away.

	Fish
	Fish are vertebrates that live in water. They breathe under water using special organs called gills. Most fish lay soft eggs. They have scales over their bodies and fins that help them to swim.

	Amphibians
	Amphibians are cold blooded vertebrates that don’t have scales.  They can live and breathe in water or on the land.  Most amphibians lay soft eggs in water.
