Main subject focus: History
Our topic enquiry question is:   Was our school always a school? 

We will study:

Key Question 1 What has changed about my school in living memory?
· Ways the school building has changed in recent years and why they were made
· Changes to staffing and why they happened

Key Question 2: Has there always been a school where it is now?

· Know that grounds of BSP used to be a tomato farm until the 1950s
· Know that the Blaby tomato was ground here
· Know that Shoult’s tomato farm used to be on the grounds
· Know some similarities and differences between life then and now

Key Question 3: Which other buildings in the villages have been used to teach children?


· Know that first school was founded by Rev. Edward Stokes between 1711 and 1724. Know that his son (Rev. Edward Stokes) paid for the building and maintenance. Know that this is where we get our name
· Know that there has been a C of E Church in Blaby since 1849 on church lane

Key Question 4:  How has the church been linked with the school over time?


· Know that BSP is a church school and know some of the historical links the school has with the church


Main subject focus: Science  
Our topic enquiry question is:  Why is a bee not like me? (continued)

KQ1: What’s my body like  and what can it do?
Know human body parts: feet, legs, arms, hands, torso, head, skin, ears, eyes, nose, mouth and tongue
Know insect body parts
Know what different body parts are for (particular link with senses)

KQ2: Are all animals the same?
Animals vary by having different structures eg wings, tails, ears.  They also have different skin coverings.  The language we use to describe some body parts is different depending on which animal it is (eg hands/paws)

KQ3: How do scientists classify different types of animals?
Understand what classification means for scientists.
Know a simple definition of mammals, fish, amphibians, birds and reptiles.
Identify and name a variety of common animals including fish, amphibians, birds and mammals
Describe and compare the structure of a variety of common animals

KQ4: How do plants and animals help each other to live?
Know that energy transfers between plants and animals when animals eat plants (which get their energy from the sun)
Know that herbivorous animals eat plants; carnivorous animals eat other animals; omnivorous animals eat both animals and plants
Identify and name a variety of common animals that are carnivores, herbivores and omnivores
