	Year 3 Unit 2

	Main subject focus: History and Science

During the History unit the children from year 3 will be learning about Ancient Egypt. 
Children will study chronological timelines, investigate Ancient Egyptian society and understand the river Niles agricultural purposes.
The children will also be invited to take part in a school trip to visit the Ancient Egyptian exhibition at the New Walk Museum in Leicester this December.

The Key Questions for this unit are: 
KQ1: When was the Ancient Egyptian period and how does that fit in with other periods in history?
KQ2: What were key features of the Ancient Egyptian Kingdom?
KQ3: How did the Ancient Egyptians use the Nile to help them grow crops?

In Science we will be studying the Biology of Plants and Animals.
The following Key Questions will be investigated:

KQ 1: What do plants need to grow well? 
KQ 2: Why do plants have roots?
KQ 3: Why do plants have stems?
KQ 4: Why do plants have leaves?
KQ 5: Why do plants have flowers?
KQ 6: Why do plants have seeds?
KQ 7: How is water is transported within plants? 

	English:

In English we will be studying poetry, where the children will be writing their own poem about the beauty of Autumn.

Towards the end of the Unit the children will then be given the opportunity to use all their new poetry knowledge to write an independent poem about Christmas. 

	Reading:
Year 3 will be looking at a variety texts, each week there will be a new focus, these focus’ are:
Songs, stories by Roald Dahl,
Different Cultures, Notable People, Towns, Cities and Villages and Children’s Classics.
