Our school is located across two buildings, Headlands and Stokes.

Key Stage 2 pupils are based in Stokes while Foundation and Key Stage 1 pupils are based
in Headlands with vast playing fields and green spaces surrounding them which gives them
access to bespoke outdoor play equipment as well as spacious classrooms and facilities.
We have an onsite Forest School as well as plans to develop a sensory garden.

We provide a range of music, sport, science and craft clubs for our children to get involved
in. Many of these are delivered by external companies or volunteers. We also offer a range
of school trips and enrichment opportunities throughout the year. And through the Learning
South Leicestershire School Sports Partnership we take part in lots of sporting events and
tournaments.

Our fantastic, onsite, catering team provide a variety of freshly cooked meals every day.
These are booked & paid for via our online system. Free school meals are offered to all
children in Foundation Stage and Years 1 and 2 under the Government’s Universal Infant
Free School Meals programme and we provide Free School Meals to those on Pupil
Premium. Children can also bring a packed lunch and a healthy breaktime snack from
home.
